Autism Registry Proposed In NH

With the help of Rep. John deJoie and at the
request of the Autism Society of NH legislation has
been proposed to establish an Autism Registry in NH.

The intent is to start to collect concrete
numbers of Newly diagnosed cases of Autism
Spectrum Disorders in NH. It would be mandatory for
the diagnosing physician to report gender, zip code,
first and last initial and last 4 digits of social security
#. In this way we hope to establish a baseline count
yet not invade anyone's privacy. This registry would
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HELP! HELP!!
